e Entries will be grouped by age groupings for judging.
e Each submission will be judged on creativity, composition, and theme interpretation.

Saturdays from 10 am — 4 pm. Winners will be notified on Friday, April 10.

o Winners will receive a ribbon, prizes, and recognition of their work at the Awards Ceremony on April 18 at
1:00 pm at the Peace Pavilion.
